Article I - Organization Name

Article IV - Officers
Section One (Eligibility): In order to be an executive officer, members must:
A. Be a full-time student at Oklahoma State University, or a student taking the maximum number of hours required to graduate during the same academic year, or a student registered with Student Accessibility Services meeting the requirements for reduced academic course load.
B. Have a minimum GPA of a 2.0 for undergraduates and 3.0 for graduate students.

Article V - Elections

Article X - Amendments
